Flood could leave upper Pontiac cut off

The shrine of Our Lady of the
White Water is in danger of being
washed away in a deluge. In the
process, between 800 and 2,000 peo-
ple could be cut off, unable to leave
their neighbourhoods except by
boat.

The problem for the communities
of Sheenboro, Chichester and Fort
William has been created by bea-
vers.

Waltham Mayor Paul Ryan, who
lives alongside Whitewater Creek,
says that there are 11 large beaver
dams within four miles upstream

from where the creek goes under
Old Highway 8 between Waltham
and Chapeau.

Adding the height of these dams,
he has calculates that there is a to-
tal of 63 feet of water backed up.

If the dams were to let go during
spring runoff, the resulting flood
would be more than enough to wash
out the paved highway.

The small shrine that was built at
this spot a few years ago, called
"Our Lady of White Water" would
also likely be a casualty of any
large washout.

The problem will be much worse,

Bristol has found itself involved
in another border dispute with the
Municipality of Pontiac.

This one has nothing to do with
the Hilton Mine, nor with dumps of
any kind.

Conversations will soon be trav-
elling across Pontiac at astonish-
ing speed, carried by light.

As part of an ongoing upgrade of
its telephone lines, Telebec is now
installing fibre-optic cables along
Highway 148 from Quyon to Camp-
bell's Bay.

They will also be installed on
Highway 301, from 148 down to
Portage du Fort, and from 148 down

Onlsow, now part of the Municipal-
ity of Pontiac.

The agreement called for each
municipality to take responsibility
for summertime upkeep of half of
the six-kilometre road.

Half a century later, the provin-
cial government took over the re-
sponsibility of maintaining the en-
tire road.

Last year, that responsibility was
handed back to the municipalities,
as part of the Ryan Reform. The
municipalities are to receive a sub-

You can run, but you can't hide.

With 55 reported cases, Acquired
Immune Deficiency Syndrome
(AIDS) is no stranger to the Out-
aouais region.

According to information provid-
ed by Louise Meunier, co-ordinator
of the Quebec AIDS Surveillance
Program, 30 patients, or almost 60
per cent, of Outaouais AIDS pa-
tients have died.

The majority of cases of AIDS in
the Outaouais, almost 71 per cent,
were contracted through homosexu-
al or bisexual behaviour.

Another five cases, or nine per
cent, contracted the disease through
contact with an infected partner, or
someone in a high risk category.

The disease has made its mark
on the Outaouais, but Charlotte
L'Ecuyer, director of the CLSC in
Fort Coulonge, isn't aware of any
support groups in Pontiac. She said
local patients would likely have to
travel to Hull.

According to Angela Fazretto, ex-
ecutive director of the AIDS Com-
mittee of Ottawa, support groups
can be quite empowering and act as
an excellent networking system
for patients.

Support groups are also a good
way for people to learn more about
AIDS, and how to live with it.

Ms Fazretto said misinformation
and a lack of education are mak-
ing it more difficult for people liv-
ing with the virus.

"Misinformation so often leads
to rejection,” she said. "But hug-
ging someone and loving someone
aren't going to give you AIDS."

The only way to contract HIV is
by getting the blood or sexual fluids
of an infected person into your
bloodstream.

This is done through unprotected
sexual activity, intravenous drug
use (sharing needles), and it can
be passed peri-natally.

Marc Lavoie, an HIV/AIDS edu-
cator with the AIDS Committee of
Ottawa, said to date, there have
been 9,083 people infected with

Outaouais

AIDS in Canada. Of those, 6,187 of
them are dead.

Those statistics are frightening,
but contracting HIV is not neces-
sarily a death sentence. It is report-
ed that 25 per cent of the people who
have HIV never develop full-blown
AIDS.

But that is no reason to throw cau-
tion to the wind.

Thirty per cent of all AIDS cases
in Canada have been reported in
Quebec. Forty-one per cent are in
Ontario. There are at least another
14,000 people across the river with
HIV.

Mr Lavoie said for every docu-
mented case of AIDS, there is a
good chance that there are seven to
10 others who have HIV. Some may
not even know it yet.

Of the known cases of AIDS in
Canada, 93 have occurred in chil-
dren under the age of 15. Seventy
per cent of these children were in-
fected peri-natally, and the other 30
through tainted blood or blood prod-
ucts.

Youths from age 15-19 make up 29
cases in Canada. The number in-
creases dramatically for the next
age group, with 1,690 cases for peo-
ple from age 20-29.

The number once again jumps
drastically for the next group,
which is those aged 30-39. There
are 3,997 known cases in this age
range. (Continued on page 9)

The light impulses trav-
el through the fibre-optic
cable so quickly that the
human eye cannot detect
the on-and-off switching.
The light appears to al-
ways be on.

This increased speed of
communication will be
especially valuable to
computer users, says Mr
Picard.

Linda Wegner of Fresh
Image in Quyon, says that
her company transmits a
lot of computer data to cli-
ents in the city. It can
sometimes take them an
hour to send out a single
graphic document.

With fibre-optics, such
transmissions will travel
much faster.

Telebec 1s expecting to
spend $2.5 million on the
modernization now un-
derway. The cost of re-
placing party lines with
private lines will cost an-
other $1.5 million.

For now, the new cables
will only be used on the
main lines. Wherever a
telephone is connected to
an individual house or
business, copper will still
be used.

"Within a few years,"
says Mr Picard, "fibre-
optics will be used to con-
nect to each home."

In the meantime, all
subscribers will still ben-
efit from the increased ef-
ficiency along the main
lines.

In ordinary conversa-
tional use, customers are
not likely to notice any
change from the new tech-
nology, says Mr Picard.

Starting October 3rd,
however, a series of op-
tions will be offered by
Telebec at additional
charge.

These options will in-
clude: speed dialing, call
forwarding, call waiting,
three-way conferencing,
call display, plus other
features.

In the editorial signed by Murray Maltais on March
3, and in the one signed by yourself on March 5, the
authors claim that government leaders did not proper-
ly weigh the pros and cons of the use of the old Hilton
Mine as a mega sanitary landfill site.

To start with, the authors completely ignored the fact
that in the last century, our Québec Society has evolved
in a context where municipal democracy and autono-
my are ever more important factors, as is clearly un-
derstood by Premier Johnson and Ministers Ryan
and Middlemiss. Municipalities, MRCs and Urban
Communities elect their own officials and their job is
to settle, with their own resources, problems originat-
ing locally and/or regionally. They must obviously
act in the context of broader national policies. In the
present case, as explained in one of your articles of
March 5, signed by Jules Richer, the Québec national
policy is clear: MRC/CUO, your garbage, in your own
backyard! It is Mr Maltais and yourself who have not
sufficiently examined the pros and cons: the question
must be studied everywhere in the province before one
can be competent to criticize policies adopted in Qué-
bec.

It is untrue to say that Pauline Marois visited the
Pontiac to promote the old Hilton Mine. Gathering
data does not constitute promotion and Mrs Marois
has confirmed this in writing to the people of Bristol.

Notwithstanding what we said before about munici-
pal autonomy, we have studied all aspects of the pro-
ject. Mr Maltais declares "...Building a costly incin-
erator, the long-term effects from which are un-
known, ..." Does he know the long-term effects of bu-
rying hundreds of thousands of tons of garbage 900
feet underground? Stopping or modifying the inciner-
ation process when too high a reject is detected appears
to us far more feasible than emptying a huge hole.
Have we already forgotten what can happen with
mega-dumps: tires and PCBs?

The people of Bristol have indeed studied the pros
and cons. When they voted 89.1% against the project at
the official referendum held on July 16, 1990, they had
had all the time necessary to study the data provided
equally by the promoter and by the opposing parties.

In the final analysis, the most controversial issues

The past few weeks have been
financially unsettling for Canada.
The dollar falls, interest rates
climb, the federal deficit looms
larger, and the nation's economic
recovery seems more elusive. While
job security becomes a thing of the
past, the average Canadian may
have to spend an extra $1,000 this
year just to finance his mortgage.
Hard times are real.

All this uncertainty plays hell with
the country's economic recovery,
and everybody suffers for it. Would it
be too much to ask for a ten-year
moratorium on sovereignty and all
the rhetoric that supports it, just so
we can get on with feeding and
clothing ourselves?

What is causing the recent slump?

Domestically, most analysts point to
the debilitating load of the national
debt, and the Quebec question:
sovereignty. The partition contingency that is
bandied about by Quebec federalists
—~ both white and Native - would
amount to no more than damage
control of a disaster that would
already have taken place. It 1s a
plan for shutting the barn door after
the horse gets out. If Canada ever
reaches the point of having to
negotiate its boundaries with the
nation of Quebec, it will be too late

for peace.

Most economic influences are the
result of factors that are beyond our
control. But the Quebec question is
one major factor undermining
economic progress in Canada (and,
therefore, in Quebec) that can be
dispensed with by a simple act of
public will.

The Parti Québécois has, once
again, pulled well ahead of the
Liberals in the race to form the next
government of Quebec. In some
polls, their lead is in double digits.
In spite of the fact that many of their
supporters would rather they didn't,
the Péquistes have vowed to hold
another referendum on sovereignty

It would be much better to deal
with sovereignty at the polls. Here
in Pontiac those lines are clearly
drawn. Whatever merits the PQ
may have are rendered irrelevant by
the fact that their pledge to
dismantle Canada remains their

Deciding when and what to plant

Ah yes: spring. Along with it come all
the chores — both delightful and frus-
trating — associated with tidying up af-
er winter.

Sometimes, tasks comprise a bit of
both! Deciding which tree species to buy
and when to plant is just such a job! On
March 25 our Steele Line neighbours
Chuck Lalonde and Amber Walpole ac-
companied Eric and me to Ile Perrot,
just west of Montreal. The island is
home to Windmill Farms, a large tree
nursery.

We spent an all-too-short hour dis-
cussing apple trees in addition to en-
quiring about planting tips. Our shared
goal is to start small apple orchards for
our own use here on the Line.

When we returned home, we compared
notes with local resident Peter Ruppell
of Greermount, who has been experi-
menting with a variety of plant species
for 23 years as well as being involved in
the heritage seed program. As we expect-
ed, Ruppell smiled at some of the or-
chardist’'s recommendations: apple
growers, he commented, are a special
breed to themselves and tend to have
strong opinions about what to grow —
and how to grow it.

What prompted this remark was our
innocent query: When is the best time to
plant, spring or autumn?

A seemingly innocuous question can
spawn a detailed response! Fall was
recommended by Windmill Farms
nurseryman. His comment was that
there are so many chores to do in the
spring why add to one’s list? Thus, he
advised leaving planting until fall be-
cause the trees would do just as well.
Unconvinced, | asked Ruppell the same
question. As is my inclination, Ruppell
tends towards spring planting. This is
for a variety of reasons,

Spring gives one an entire summer to
observe the trees’ progress. Then, if it is
failing for any of a variety of reasons,
you can enquire about the species’ resis-
tance to blight or whatever else ails it —
and replace it either with a similar or
different type of tree that fall. And, if
you are “pushing a zone” — that is, if it
15 a plant described as needing a 4a
growing zone but your conditions are
truly a zone 3 (i.e. colder) — you might
need to replace it with a hardier variety.

Wouldn't its successful survival or
death during winter tell you the same
thing? Yes — and that’s the argument in
a nutshell. But our Pontiac winters are
long, drawn-out affairs. I think that the
trauma of transplanting may well be
minimized in spring — in combination
with careful mulching, and protection

from wind etc.
—So0, there you go! The decision about

when to plant is just one example of a
host of gardening questions which have
no absolutely definitive answer. Just

like us, you will listen, learn — and
choose your own path.
Selecting the actual tree variety — In

this case, apples — is not a simple mat-
ter either. Windmill Farms has over
300 varieties. Browsing through their
catalogue is a mouth-watering experi-
ence. One species Eric and I immedi-
ately agreed upon is the exotic Purple
Passion crabapple which has purple-red
skin and flesh. It is recommended as
an excellent cider apple. — And most
importantly it is hardy in zone 4.

This variety met with an eager nod of
approval from the Windmill Farms or-
chardist. Another apple I enjoy is the
Montreal Peach. Neighbours Laura and
Blair Prior have a wonderful old tree
outside their Memory Lane Farm — so
we know it will grow here.

This juicy apple has a tendency to “go
to juice” beneath its skin when over-
ripe. But its taste is crisply delicious.
Although the orchardist was personally
unimpressed with this variety, he does
sell it. Despite all his attempts to steer
me towards the Wolf apple, I will stick to
my guns and plant a Montreal Peach be-
cause it is an old variety — and because
the Priors have given it special signifi-
cance to me. We have subjective rea-
sons for choice — and that’s just as val-
id.

A note about hardiness and zones. Al-
though it is possible to create protected
microclimates, do buy trees that are
suited to your zones. Whereas our farm
is zone 4, Ruppell’'s Greermount
farmstead is zone 3. Be forewarned —
and ask the nursery specialists for as-
sistance!

Windmill Farms is worth a visit.
Here's the address: 2103 Perrot, N.D. Ile
Perrot, Quebec, J7V 8P4, Tel: (514) 453-
9757. But don’t forget several nurseries
exist in the Pontiac region. One is at
Bruce and Louise Ardern’s in Greer-
mount (647-5094). They have several old
and hardy apple varieties and welcome
questions. Close to Luskville is Walter
Braun’s nursery at Ghost Hill's Braun

Road (455-2585).

Watch this column for events such as
talks given at the Renfrew Horticultu-
ral Society by local growers on such top-
ics as Heritage Seeds or Pond Gardens
— and for Windmill Farm’s fall Horti-
cultural Day.

Open letter from company president

Painting donated by Hydro Pontiac

April 5, 1994

To the People of Pontiac,
Over the past several weeks | have read various newspaper articles concerning

the painting which I offered to donate to the Québec Museum. I have also recently re-
ceived a letter from the Chutes Foundation asking me "...to donate this painting to
the Chutes Foundation which, if properly managed, could stimulate future econom-
ic growth in this high unemployment area." I would like to take this opportunity to
respond to the newspaper articles as well as the letter from the Chutes Foundation.

Firstly, it is important to distinguish between my personal objectives as an art
collector, and the objectives of Hydro-Pontiac.

As an art collector, I have made loans and donations of art to many Canadian
cultural institutions including the Art Gallery of Ontario, the Royal Ontario Mu-
seum, the National Gallery in Ottawa and the Montreal Museum of Fine Arts. The
donation which I was prepared to make to the Québec Museum (which, incidentally,
[ will make once the painting's valuation is settled satisfactorily) was a continua-
tion of my own objectives of donating important works of art to recognized art gal-
leries and museums. It is worth noting that the "deductibility” of art donations to
Canadian cultural institutions is permitted under the Income Tax Act and is in-
tended to encourage these donations, in much the same way that deductions for cash
donations to registered charities are permitted in order to encourage and support the
work of worthy charities.

Art donations are encouraged because they represent a significant source of the
art displayed in our country's galleries and museums, particularly in these diffi-
cult economic times when B;ere are very limited financial resources available for
these institutions to purchase works of art. As you know, government funding of
these cultural institutions has been reduced, and many cultural institutions now
rely heavily on private donations to support themselves. My personal objective is to
support these cultural institutions through donations of my art, thereby giving the
general public the opportunity to view and enjoy major works of art which I have
enjoyed for many years.

It is also worth mentioning that to display and manage the painting, as the Chutes
Foundation proposed, would require that it be kept in a museum/gallery type setting
equipped with the proper air quality, humidification and ventilation necessary to
preserve it. It would also be necessary for all safety, security and insurance meas-
ures to be taken to ensure that the painting was fully protected from theft and dam-
agg The galleries and museums named earlier in this letter possess all of these at-
tributes.

Hydro-Pontiac's objective is to be a good, responsible corporate citizen, actively
involved in the community. Hydro-Pontiac supports the Chutes Foundation and
other community organizations and their social, cultural and economic activities,
and, for example, has committed $40,000 towards the cost of the Chute Foundation's
project at the chutes. Moreover, Hydro-Pontiac on its own has spent $250,000 for
work at the chutes for improvements of a strictly recreational/touristic nature.

Hydro-Pontiac's further commitments include the hiring of guides to conduct
tours of the powerhouse during the tourist season, the creation of a display at the
powerhouse and improvements for public access to the powerhouse. Moreover, Hy-
dro-Pontiac's contractor, Les Entreprises Kiewit Ltée, has become sponsors of the
Coulonge Bantam Hockey Club, the Coulonge Winter Carnival, the Coulonge Fire
Department, and the local minor hockey league.

It is also important to recognize the local economic impact that the Coulonge hydro
project has had. For example, the project has generated almost $7 million of direct
spending in the Region over the last 12 months, including $3.2 million for local
employment and $3.23 millien for local purchases.

As a patron of the arts, I will continue to support Canadian cultural institutions
through art loans and donations, thereby giving a wide public audience the opportu-
nity to see and enjoy art that they would otherwise not have the opportunity to see.
Hydro-Pontiac intends to be a good, responsible corporate citizen and an integral
part .of thg community. Thr its activities and financial contributions, Hydro-
Ppntuc will seek to stimulate economic, cultural and social activities that are
aimed at benefitting the highest number of people in the Pontiac community.

Dear Editor:

Prior to your editorial last week regarding the Hil-
ton Mine, you contacted me at my office and during
that conversation I believe I made clear the following:

First, my attendance was not an attempt by Mr La-
marche to convince Bristol Council to reconsider their
rejection of the landfill proposal, and, secondly, the
annexation by Pontiac is not in jeopardy and the
courts will make a final decision in due course.

What I did leave with the Bristol Council was infor-
mation on the use of rail transportation of solid waste,
and examples of other "host communities" in Canada
and the USA that "have accepted” landfill sites simi-
lar to the Hilton Mine.

As | indicated to you, and Bristol Council, "time
does not stand still”, and new information, technolo-
gies and circumstances have changed in the past five
years.

Our host region in Northern Ontario is in favour of
a similar development to accept Metro Toronto solid
waste, subject to an Environmental Assessment
Board hearing.

This will create over 150 jobs, and inject over $200
million into the region in taxes, royalties and re-
search and development funds.

Similar projects are either underway or proposed in
Newfoundland, Alberta, and British Columbia, all
with the support of citizens and elected councils that
are involved in fairly evaluating the opportunity for
its residents.

Mayor Graham and his council can and will make
whatever decision they want now and in the future.
However, nothing prevents a project being reviewed
based on changing circumstances. The Municipality
of Pontiac has recognized that, and a positive relation-
sh%p that will greatly benefit their residents may re-
sult.

Finally, the comment that my meeting was "the
same old wine in a brand new bottle" is inaccurate.

In fact, wine improves with age, a good idea never
goes away, and the future for this country is in devel-
oping partnerships and new economic opportunities
through reasonable discussion and dialogue.

It is important for the people of Bristol to realize that
this is happening with landfills and solid waste in
many other parts of Canada. Bristol can stay on the
sidelines if that is what Mayor Graham prefers, but do
not condemn the vision that the people of Pontiac have
shown should they see a partnership opportunity that
has proven successful for many other communities.

Residents of Bristol are
urged to make sure their
pet's rabies vaccinations
are up to date.

Dr Alida Jong, a veteri-
narian in Bristol, report-
ed that two foxes found in
the area tested positive for
rabies in mid-March.

She said there have been
possible sightings of other
rabid animals in Bristol.

"The main thing is that
pets be vaccinated,” she
said. "We're not with our
animals all the time and
we don't know what they
come 1n contact with."

Although nothing is ab-
solute in biology, a rabies
vaccination 1s a 99.9 per
cent guarantee that your
pet will not get the disease.

All warm-blooded

alll-

mals can carry rabies, but
it 18 most common in fox-
es and skunks.

Rabies is such an acute
disease, with a rapid onset
and progression, that
there is no way for an in-
dividual to develop anti-
bodies against it.

Its acuteness also pre-
vents testing using blood
samples, so the only way
to determine if an animal
1s carrying the disease 18
by doing tests on the
brain.

But by vaccinating pets,
owners are also protected
against the disease.

If a human does come
into contact with a rabid
animal, the treatment
consists of a series of five
intermuscular 1njec-
tions

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Some techniques for painting with pattern — a designer look that will last and last

If you've tired of the sol-
id colour paint on your in-
terior walls, and don't
want to wallpaper, you can
still add variety, pattern
and a textured appearance
to your walls.

All it takes is a little
know-how, some top qual-
ity interior latex paint,
and a few common house-
hold items.

The trick is in the tech-
nique. Sponging, ragging
and stippling, are some of
the ways to get extraordi-
nary, attractive results.
Here's how to employ
these paint application
methods to create your
own special look.

Sponging

To create a mottled, 1r-
regular pattern on your
walls, try sponging. It's a
relatively simple and en-
joyable way to add visual
interest and style to the in-
terior of your home.

Start by applying a light
or pastel-coloured solid
basecoat to your walls and
allow it to dry completely.
Then select two or three
darker shades of paint
that can be sponged on.

For the best results, be
sure to use an ocean
sponge, not the rectangu-
lar cellulose type.

Moisten the sponge so
that it is damp, but not too
wet. Then dip the sponge
into the paint, being care-
ful not to overload it.

Start your sponging 1in
the centre of the wall by
gently tapping the sponge
against the surface.

When the centre section
looks the way you want it
to, begin to work toward
the corners. As you do,
turn the sponge frequently

for visual variety.
(Should your sponge get
clogged with paint, rinse
it out and wring till damp
before you continue.)

If you plan to sponge on
more than one colour, be
sure that enough of the
base coat shows through
when you apply the first
colour. And let each co-

lour dry thoroughly before
you add another.
Ragging
Ragging creates a bro-
cade-like pattern on walls
and is often used in more
formal rooms within the

house. Often, two or three
shades of the same colour
are applied on top of a sol-
id basecoat from the same
colour family.

Instead of a sponge, the
apphcatnon tool for rag-
ging can be paper towels,
old sheets, rags, or used
clothing — virtually any
absorbent fabric that is
relatively light in weight.

After the basecoat 1s
completely dry, dampen
your cloth, then bunch it in
one hand, making sure
there are plenty of folds to
provide a pattern.

Dip part of your rag into
the paint then lightly blot
it against the walls. For
variety of pattern, keep
changing the direction In
which you are blotting, or
use several rags made of
the same material.

Again, if more than one
colour is ragged on, be
sure all the previous paint
colours are dry before pro-
ceeding.
