■ The Committee for the Yes held a rally in the Poupore School 
H auditorium. Fort Coulonge, last Friday evening with the Hon. 
I Yves Bérubé as special speaker. About a hundred people 
I attended and applauded loudly as Mr. Bérubé described the sad
■ plight of francophones who lack self confidence to cope with the
■ Canada of today. He likened them to a person thrown into the 
I sea with handcuffs on. He said, of course, that the person would

have difficulty swimming until his handcuffs were removed.
The Minister of Energy and Natural Resources explained that 

since the Duplessis era Quebec has gradually doubled up on all 
services being offered by the Federal Government in Ottawa. 
Now they don't need Ottawa, he said.

He compared the notion of negotiating for sovereignty- 
association with the concept of negotiating a union contract with 
the example of a poor little weak-voiced worker versus some big 
English boss. If no agreement, he added, strike! That would be 
the cue to separate.

Mr. Bérubé said that Canada had gained sovereignty 
association with the British Commonwealth in 1931 and saw no 
interest in returning to the previous arrangement. He 
admonished his listeners that the referendum campaign, and 
whatever followed, must not break into violence, that no ill will 
should be retained, and that particularly the Province of Quebec 
must not inflice any hardship on its minorities.

Mr Bérubé urged his listeners that they should not be working 
against anyone, but should aim their efforts positively for the 
cause, not, he said, “because we think we are better, hut because 
we must maintain our self respect."

Certificates signed by the Premier of Quebec were handed out 
to Gilles Froment, Henri Francoeur, Benoit Begin, Armand 
Pétrin, Florence Francoeur, Jean-Marc Jean, Marie Paquette, 
Lorraine Lair.
Other speakers of the evening included Miss Lise Romain who 

was the Mistress of Ceremonies, Simon Simard, coordinator of 
Youth for the Oui, Jean Paul Laporte, Donat LeGuerrier 
president of the Committee for the Oui, Liliane Chouinard, 
Marcel Lavigne and Joseph Taillefer.

Coulonge fiSBETHEtrc had only been three people at the
meeting on Calumet Island. Then he took out his copy of the 
question that will be on the ballot and proceeded to explain it.

He said the referendum asked only for equality between 
Quebec and the rest of Canada on a one to one basis instead of on 
a one to nine basis as now exists with the Provinces. He said 
those who intend to vote NO are voting against separation but 
reiterated that his group did not want to separate, and continued 
to explain what he understood by sovereignty and association. 
He said that despite what the other Provinces were saying they 
would be obliged to associate with a sovereign Quebec because 
they needed the economic exchanges with Quebec.

Use Romain announced that Cléo Fournier, the Mayor of 
Mas ham, has joined the Oui forces. Donat LeGuerrier said that 
the Constitution of 1867 was unfair to the French, that everyone 
knew this, and that lots of people in Shawville intended to vote 
Oui. He said the referendum wasn’t a question of language hut 
one of rectifying an injustice.

Joseph Taillefer said he had decided to vote Oui in this 
referendum when he was a teacher in Uganda in 1926! The 
explanation was his story of unfair treatment to French people 
then and there despite their proven superiority in the teaching 
profession. He went on to say that he held his head high before 
any English people and will respect them but that they must also 
respect him.

Jean Paul Laporte, a Fort Coulonge councillor, said he would 
vote Oui to give Queoec a chance to prove itself. Liliane
Chouinard, pro-mayor, and past mayor, of Rapides des Joachims, 
said she would vote Oui to change the constitution. Marcel 
Lavigne, mayor of Pontiac Municipality, said since he was young 
all the premiers had to go to Ottawa to prove that Quebec can 
look after its own affairs, and this situation required changed, so 
he would vote Oui.

The hall had been brightly decorated for the meeting and 
everyone enjoyed a social time over coffee before returning 
home.

It is rumored that a few of Pontiac's Anglophones advocate a 
'Oui' vote on May 20th, stating that a non' vote is a vote for Mr 
Ryan and the Liberal Party.

Fellow Citizens:
I am writing to you today not only as your Member of 

Parliament but also as a citizen deeply attached to promoting the 
welfare of the Quebec community within Canada.

We are presently engaged in an important referendum 
debate. I strongly urge you to vote NO to the question asked by 
the Parti Québécois.

I am writing especially to those who, without favouring the 
separation of Quebec from the rest of Canada, would like to see 
changes brought to the Canadian Federation or who wish to 
strengthen the role and the status of the Francophone 
community in Canada.

Many among those who belong to this group think that a yes 
vote in the referendum would be an opportunity for Quebecers to 
make known their wish for change without endorsing the 
principle of independence or sovereignty-association.

But the péquiste leaders have stated repeatedly that a positive 
answer in the referendum would be interpreted as approval of 
the principle of sovereignty. Indeed, Mr Lévesque said before 
the National Assembly on March 16, 1977 that his party's 
political option is to leave the federal regime, that the objective is 
independence, sovereignty, that there was no point in mincing 
words. Given a victory for the yes vote, the péquiste# leaders 
would not only give themselves the mandate to negotiate but 
would also interpret their victory approval by the population of 
the principle of independence for Quebec. We should entertain 
no illusions in this respect, even if the referendum question is 
worded in a way that gives rise to many interpretations. What is 
important in such a case is not how each one of us will interpret 
his or her vote, but how the péquiste leaders, who are now in 
power in Quebec, will interpret those votes. That is the crux of 
the matter and, on this, there can be no doubt as to the Parti 
Québécois s interpretation of a yes vote.

The péquiste» leaders claim that a NO vote would give support 
to the status quo and weaken Quebec's position in negotiations 
with the rest of the country. But it would be the other way 
around.

To vote yes is to turn into a dead-end street; it removes any 
possibility of reforming Canadian federalism; it isolates Quebec 
completely. Let us not foreget that of all political parties working 
in Quebec and the rest of Canada, only the Parti Québécois 
favours sovereignty association or independence; all others have 
rejected this option outright In addition, Mr Claude Morin, 
Minister of Intergovernmental Affairs of the Province of Quebec, 
stated recently that if the Parti Québécois got a yes vote in the 
referendum, it would refuse to discuss a new Constitution and 
would only negotiate sovereignty association. Is it not evident 
that the Parti Québécois wants to lead us into a dead-end?

To vote NO is to indicate clearly that independence is rejected
