Shawville 125 ends on high note

—

[t was Shawville’s |25th anniversary
celebration, but the way Mayor Albert
Armstrong sees it, it bodes well for all
other communities in MRC Pontiac.

“AS a community event, it served peo
ple from other communities as well.”
says Armstrong. “If 1t hadn’t been for
people from outside Shawville attend-
Ing the events, it wouldn’t have been the
same.

"It we can all pull together and help
each other, everything will work out
well.”

Co-operation was the key element of
the nearly 50 separate events from the
antique tractor parade on opening day
June 27 to the 125th anniversary ball on
Saturday. Each event was very well
attended, even superseding the crowds
at the 100th anniversary in 1973,

“It i1s probably the biggest celebration
ever in the history of Shawville,” says
Armstrong.

Should tourism take
precedence over the
well being of the
municipality’s citizens?

Dear Editor,

I cannot help myself but to respond to
Katharine Fletcher’s Environment Forum
of the July 1, 1998 EqQuity. The protection
of the environment is a subject very close
to my own heart which is one of the rea-
sons | so strongly object to the use of
riverside property for a recreational trail.
The only way to ensure some security for
adjacent owners would be to have ade-
quate fencing. Can one truly appreciate
nature when limited by a fenced corridor?
Our land is presently inundated by a vari-
ety of fauna: deer, raccoons, skunks, rab-
bits etc. Fencing would only restrict their
freedom as well as access to the much
needed water supply of the Ottawa River.
Water fowl are a species who require quiet
and undisturbed surroundings to prolifer-
ate. The constant coming and going as
well as noise associated with recreational
vehicles would only deem to disrupt their
habitat.

Ms. Fletcher seems quite taken by her
own beautiful surroundings. Would she be
SO supportive of a public trail severing her
property”?

Her discreditation of Mr. Gendron's
carefully studied proposed routes for a
touristic/recreational pathway hints of
narrow-mindedness as well as undercur-

rents of the NIMBY syndrome (which we
are accused of) seeing that the Gatineau
Hills would provide a much more pic-
turesque trail as well as the molybdenite

mine near her home making an interesting
tourist attraction. It should be noted that
on June 25 a group of cyclists were taken
along one of Mr. Gendron's proposed
trails and were quite enthused by it.

We are a community open-minded to
the development of tourism. But should
tourism take precedence oyer the well
being of the Municipality's citizens? The
use of the Neighbours’ Association’s land
for a recreational trail would only bring
pain and suffering upon its members,
farmers, and other residents concerned.
This proposed trail would inhibit the effi-
cient use of agricultural land, impede
upon the privacy of adjacent landowners,
and negatively impact upon the environ-
ment.

Should Ms. Fletcher be so gun-ho to
bring tourists to our region and the devel-
opment of a recreational trail she should
work with the community toward this end
instead of discrediting any effort to pro-
vide for these means in a manner which
could be efficient and acceptable to every-

one concerned.

Proud to be Canadian

When they ran out of eggs

and bread, the Shawville Li-
ons and Lionettes knew they
were in for a busy Canada
Day.

In fact, this July 1 will go
down as one of the busiest
in Shawville's history.

The day began with more
than 350 people turning up
for the Lion and Lionettes'
breakfast. Forty-eight dozen
eggs and about 50 pounds of
ham were cooked, making it
the busiest Canada Day
breakfast in the club's histo-
ry.
