Shawville Saturday injuring three 
people.

The two cars, a grey 1991 Pontiac 
Sunbird and a black 1995 GM. hit 
on Hwy. 148 at 4:05 p.m.

In the Sunbird were a 24-year-old 
man and a six-year-old boy heading 
east.

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In the Ontario licensed GM was a 
19-year-old man heading west.
“One vehicle crossed the centre 

line."’ said Pontiac MRC Sûreté du 
Quebec Const. Maurice Belanger. 
“We are still investigating the 
cause."

The GM was thrown into the 
ditch upon impact.

Once police, ambulance and the 
Shaw vi lle-Clarendon fire depart­
ment arrived at the scene, the three 
individuals were taken to the 
Pontiac Health Centre in Shaw ville.

Later the boy was transported to 
CHEO in Ottawa and a driver to 
Ottawa General Hospital.

Police know that weather and 
alcohol were not factors in the acci­
dent. The accident took place in the 
90 km/h speed zone and all three 
were wearing seat belts.
